  Empty	
  the	
  vacuum	
  cleaner	
  bag	
  after	
  cleaning.	
  
	
  
Do	
  not	
   allow	
  dirty	
  dishes	
   to	
   sit	
   in	
   the	
   sink	
  or	
   leave	
  pet	
   food	
   –	
   especially	
   overnight	
  until	
  
everything	
  is	
  under	
  control.	
  
	
  
Do	
   not	
   use	
   any	
   kind	
   of	
   fogging,	
   spray	
   or	
   cleaning	
  material	
   on	
   treated	
   areas	
   for	
   about	
   2	
  
weeks.	
  
	
  
Store	
  food	
  properly	
  –	
  in	
  hard	
  plastic	
  containers.	
  
	
  
Maintain	
  a	
  good	
  Housekeeping	
  /sanitation	
  to	
  limit	
  pest	
  harborage.	
  
	
  
Seal	
  of	
  fix	
  any	
  areas	
  where	
  they	
  are	
  coming	
  from.	
  
	
  
Take	
  out	
  garbage	
  daily.	
  
	
  
Get	
  rid	
  of	
  all	
  cardboards	
  (roaches	
  eat	
  the	
  glue).
